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A Little Hope Foundation Scholarship Program

Goal 

Allow under-represented high-performance motivated youths to pursue a higher education in selected fields to provide help to communities by solving complex social issues.

Available Scholarships:
Amount: Up to $10k annually with the average grant totaling $2,500 per recipient per year.  Grant based upon assessment of need and University selection. Below is the list of available scholarships:

A Little Hope Foundation - Global Scholarship Program: Focus on under-represented and minority students with a desire to contribute to their community through a higher education with an emphasis on (1) science, technology, engineering, and mathematics, (2) educating our children, and (3) the creative arts.  The scholarships are designed to inspire and equip young adults to tackle the most intense social issues around the disruption caused by digitizing industries, youth education and creativity by providing resources, advice and financial support for a higher education.  Consideration will also be given to sustainability areas of emphasis.
Dr. Emma Lerew Scholarship: Candidates who meet the above criteria that are focused on careers in education to provide excellent teaching environments and community engagement to the next generation of youths.  In addition to funding, candidates will receive mentoring from successful teachers and administrators.  There will be a minimum of three members of the selection committee.  All will be female and be related to public service fields.  

Selection committee to be Chaired by Dr. Emma Lerew, mother to founder of A Little Hope Foundation, and a retired educator.

Semper Fi "Honor" Scholarship: Candidates who meet the above criteria with preference on NAVY and MARINE veterans and their families who seek to improve their education to enable them to continue their service to their community.   Co-Chaired by Luis Hernandez Sr., RM3, US NAVY, and Sarah M. Hernandez, Sergeant, US Marine Corps, father and wife, respectively, of founder of A Little Hope Foundation.  A minimum of three others will be part of the selection committee with an emphasis on veterans in these two areas.  
Step Up Scholarship: Candidates will be children of single mothers who meet the above criteria and desire to contribute to their family and community through higher education in the fields identified above.    Scholarship will be Chaired by Susie Hernandez, a Program Manager for the Public Broadcast Service in San Francisco, the sister of founder to A Little Hope Foundation and have a minimum of three representatives on the selection committee.  Such committee member will emphasize ethnic and gender diversity.
